








Is a multi-tiered approach to providing services and interventions to students at increasing levels of intensity based on progress monitoring and data analysis.


Rate of progress over time is used to make important educational decisions, including possible determination for exceptional education services.


The data used for RtI decisions are derived from assessments that measure student achievement within the context of the classroom curriculum.

What is the focus?





Provide core instructional program using scientifically validated curriculum


Establish school-wide screening schedule such as review of reading and math data minimally three times per year to identify each student’s proficiency


Analyze effectiveness of general education curriculum.


Monitor and document rate of academic growth for all students.


Make adjustments in instructional technique for all students through whole and small-group differentiated instruction.


Monitor integrity of instruction by site –based administrators


Identify students who continue to lag behind and plan for additional support





What is the focus?





Continue to track growth for all students


Conduct individual screenings


Identify specific strengths and weaknesses of individual students


Address barriers and assess outcomes related to barriers


Site based administrators monitor integrity of classroom instruction


Instructional techniques adjusted based on student responses.


Interventions are designed for systematic instruction and usually delivered in small groups.


Implement supplemental interventions


Monitor progress bi-weekly


Document interventions and measured growth 


Increase academic engaged time.





What is the focus?





Plan and provide targeted content, specialized instruction, extraordinary intensity (time), focus (targeted instruction) either individually or in small groups.


Conduct individual assessments designed to measure student progress in targeted learning areas to determine specific skills needed.


Multiple interventions over period of time to note which strategies are successful. 


Site based administrators monitor integrity of instruction.


Continue addressing barriers


Interventions may or may not include the provision of special education support such as direct services from ESE personnel








(Students at risk of academic failure)





(Students who require additional academic supports, ie – instructional time and focus)





(Students who require small group, or individual intervention of longer duration to increase rate of progress)
